5+170, cast of MeArthur Highway and
will traverse southwest direction towards the PNR right-of-way in the.
vicinity of San Francisco St. Thereafter, the road alignment will be
constructed above grade the cxisting PNR right-of-way (ROW) up to
the existing C3 Road where it will connect with an on and off ramp,

The proposed project has a ROW width of 15 meters, which will
include a 4-lane concrete road with a design speed of 90 km/hr.,
and a toll-operated road at the McArthur Interchange. Below is the
summary of the components of the proposed project:
